The constituents of the 10th Congressional District have only a few short months to decide 

on a replacement for former Congresswoman Ellen Tauscher.   On March 18, 2009, 

Tauscher announced that she had accepted the position of Undersecretary of State for 

Arms Control and International Security. She was confirmed by the United States Senate 

on June 25, 2009. 

 

This vacancy comes at an 

inconvenient time in terms of 

CD10 voters retaining a voice 

in the House on very important 

votes occurring in Washington.

or votes on some very significant federal issues.  

 

The open primary will be held September 1, 2009. All 

candidates will appear on one ballot, rather than 

separate ballots for each party.   If one candidate secures 

50% + 1 votes in the primary, that candidate becomes the 

Representative for the district.  If no candidate receives 

50% + 1 votes, then there will be a runoff election on 

November 3, 2009. In the run-off election, which is the 

most likely possibility, the top vote getters from each 

party will appear on the ballot, as well as any 

nonpartisan candidates. Tim Farley, Government and

Forum planners that means the top vote-getter for each 

minor party will have a space on the fall ballot, not just 

the top vote-getters of the Democratic or Republican 

parties.  

 

Because the California Constitution does not require a 

candidate who runs for a Congressional seat to reside in 

the District where he or she is running for office, this 

election may include candidates from all over the state.

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Bay Area League Report:  

Local Efforts to Reduce Greenhouse Gases 
by Sally Germain 

What have the Bay Area’s local and regional governments been doing so far this year to reduce 

Greenhouse Gas Emissions?  Distractions like the ongoing economic recession might seem to draw 

attention from such idealistic objectives as planning for hard deadlines for reductions statewide by 

years 2020 and 2035.  Nonetheless, the Bay Area’s Joint Policy Committee, which is spearheading 

this effort in our region, has laid out general 

policies to guide us toward establishing our 

methodologies for achieving reduction targets.  

Soon, the Joint Policy Committee plus interested 

public representatives will be joined together into 

the Regional Targets Advisory Committee 

(RTAC) instructed to compile a list of factors, 

such as methodologies and local policies, to be 

considered in setting targets.  The resulting 

package of factors that are to be sent to the 

California Air Resources Board by September 30, 

2009, must be effective and feasible.  

 

In 2007, before SB 375 became law a year ago, 

our San Francisco Bay Area Region made an 

emphatic commitment to seriously support The 

Region Climate Protection Plan, to present to the world a ―model for California, the nation, and the 

world‖ through prevention by all feasible cost-effective strategies to meet and improve on the 

State’s targets of reducing Greenhouse Gas emissions.  It envisioned  reductions to 1990 levels by 

2020, and  to reduce further to 80% of 1990 levels by 2050.  Also, the new Regional 

Transportation Plan is designed to reduce Greenhouse gases from on-road vehicles (cars and light 

trucks) to a midway target of 40% of 1990 levels 

in 2035.  In addition, ABAG’s recent forecast in 

Projections 2009 has oriented its land-use targets 

to 2035 based on future population  and 

employment. 

 

It is hoped with this thoughtful foresight, our 

region has positioned itself for the increasing 

need to target the region’s policies for lower 

green house gas emissions.  Joint Policy 

Committee suggests policies to help local 

governments and agencies:  (Policy 1 - Target 

Setting was explained in the previous paragraph.) Policy 2 - Linked Relationship between 

Transportation and Land Use; Policy 3 - Preparing Sustainable Communities Strategy, and an 

Alternative Planning Strategy if the former fails to reach the targets; Policy 4 - Achieving 

Consistency with Adjacent Regions; Policy 5 - Meshing the Sustainable Communities Strategy and 

Regional Transportation Plan with Regional Housing Needs Allocation; Policy 6 - Providing 

CEQA Assistance; and Policy 7 - Aligning Regional Policies.  This last policy will be started 

immediately to bring all regional-agency policies affecting the location and (continued on page 6)

intensity of development, or the location and capacity of 

transportation infrastructure, will be vetted and evaluated 

against the filter of emerging Sustainable Communities 

Strategy.  (Pardon this writer for truncating the wording of the 

extremely well-thought out Policies Report of the Joint Policy 

Committee; Draft March 12, 2009.).    

 

This entire effort is a bit daunting, especially with target dates 

to consider.  To my mind, the toughest part is Policy 3, where 

working back from meeting reductions of green house gas 

emissions from cars and light trucks, local governments must 

view the growing population and employment needs under the 

lens of a ―new world‖ concept of growth to keep all the 

desirable outcomes in balance, under the idea of Sustainable 

Communities Strategy.  As alluded to above, in the 

development of the most recent Regional Transportation Plan 

and Projections, local governments already have started to 

consider these contingencies, but how many of them, 

especially in the suburbs, have really bought into this 

approach? 

 

With both SB 375 and the 

Joint Policy Committee s 

published Policies for the Bay 

Area’s Implementation of 

Senate Bill 375 issued by the 

Joint Policy Committee in 

January 2009 to guide all interested parties, the gradual 

unfolding of landmark decisions coming in an orderly fashion, 

beginning late this summer through September 2010, will 

come with a surprising degree of ease.  That is, of course, if all 

interested parties keep working on the vital elements to be 

decided.  Officially, the Bay Area has demonstrated its 

commitment to be an exemplary model in the area of Climate 

Protection.  While waiting for the economy to turn around, we 

can develop plans to meet this ideal goal.

Redistricting 

People often ask us what is being 

done about the independent 

redistricting commission called for by 

Proposition 11 of November 2008. 

Right now the regulations for the 

process of selecting the Applicant 

Review Panel and the Commission 

itself are being drafted. The 

application period for the Commission 

will open January 1, 2010. The best 

way for you to keep current on what’s 

going on and when the application 

form will be up on the Web is to sign 

up for news bulletins from the State 

Auditor. Here’s what to do. 

Email the State Auditor and tell them 

you want to be put on the list of 

Interested Persons for notice of the 

Prop. 11 redistricting implementation 

process. You need to give them your 

name, the email address at which you 

want to receive news, your mailing 

address, and your phone number. 

Within a couple of days you should 

get an acknowledgment that they 

received your email. And keep an eye 

on the LWVC Web site for news of 

the League’s work on this important 

reform.

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Recommendations to LWVUS Board about the National 

Popular Vote Compact Consensus  

Excerpt from National LWV website:  submitted by Linda Soliven 

Two criteria were established for a successful consensus study. The requirement for 

participation by 1/3 of local Leagues was met with participation by 390 of 766 Leagues 

(51% of local Leagues). While the second criterion, requiring 2/3 of participating Leagues 

to achieve consensus on the use of the National Popular Vote NPV) Compact, was not 

achieved, the consensus elicited very strong support for the NPV Compact (about 50% of 

responding Leagues in favor). However the remaining 50% were split almost equally 

between not favoring the NPV Compact or 

not being able to reach consensus. 

Comments from many Leagues reflected: 

(1) concerns about bias in the questions 

(about half the Leagues complained about 

the questions or bias, primarily bias against 

the NPV Compact), (2) the 

misunderstanding that a choice had to be 

made between advocating for abolition of 

the electoral college OR supporting the 

NPV Compact, and (3) statements which 

seemed to contradict a given League's 

responses to the questions.  

Based on an analysis of the responses to the 

questions and the comments offered, the 

NPV Compact Committee and Program 

Planning Committee recommend that the 

LWVUS continue to examine opportunities 

to achieve the goal of direct election of the 

president in addition to the unlikely 

opportunity of abolishing the Electoral 

College by constitutional amendment. 

Options could include examination of other 

plans similar to the NPV Compact, 

proposing a concurrence at Convention 

2010 on the NPV Compact, or continued 

examination of the NPV Compact itself. The 

committees also discussed an option for an 

extension to the study to take (continued page 8)

Openness in Government: League 

Adds to Groundbreaking White House 

Policy Discussion  
 

On his first day in office, President Obama 

issued a Memorandum on Transparency and 

Open Government and called for 

recommendations for making the federal 

government more transparent, participatory 

and collaborative. In late May, the White House 

kicked off an unprecedented process for public 

engagement in policymaking on the White 

House website (www.whitehouse.gov/open). 

Instead of asking for comments on an already-

finished set of draft recommendations, the 

Administration has sought recommendations 

from the public and organizations such as the 

League. The LWVUS participated in the first 

two of this three-phase process by sharing our 

experiences and expertise to the online 

dialogue. We are actively working with 

Administration officials and allied groups to 

prepare for the final phase of this 

groundbreaking process and to see what 

outcomes it produces. (from LWVUS Leaders

a direct online NPV survey of 

members who attended consensus 

meetings with a question up or down 

on the NPV Compact.  

In considering the experience of this 

"quick" study, the committees 

recommend that:  

1. If we do a "quick" study again, 

then we should carefully 

reconsider the process to 

achieve maximum member 

understanding of the issue(s). 

2. Any consensus questions for 

any study be tested, before 

approval by the Board, for 

understandability, suitability 

and non-bias by League 

members who are not part of 

the study committee, the staff, 

or the Board.  

3. A task force be formed to 

examine the study and 

consensus process.  

In conclusion, the committees 

recommend a statement of our 

position based on the consensus 

reports from local Leagues: "The 

LWVUS affirms its support for the 

direct election of the president and 

abolition of the Electoral College, but 

the LWVUS has no position on the 

National Popular Vote Compact as 

currently proposed.

On July 6, Linda Soliven and Anita Johnson attended a presentation by Matt Miller from 

McKinsey and Company at the Commonwealth Club in San Francisco.  Mr. Miller detailed results 

of a study of the U.S. educational system, focusing on the achievement gap.  There are four 

different achievement gaps: 

 

 Between children of different ethnic groups 

 Between low-income children and middle-class children 

 Between children in different states 

 Between children in the United States and other countries. 

 

The economists at McKinsey and Company estimated the cost of the achievement gap at $1.3 

trillion and described the lower educational attainment of our students as confining the US 

economy to a permanent recession ɬ with productivity, output, and living standards much lower

persistence of these educational achievement gaps 

imposes on the United States the economic equivalent of 

a permanent national recession.  The recurring annual 

economic cost of the international achievement gap is 

substantially larger than the deep recession the United

The financial impacts of diminished educational 

achievement were calculated by comparing the U.S. test 

scores and economic indicators with those of other 

countries. 

 

For example, 80 - 90% of the children in the top 

performing educational systems (Finland, Korea, and 

Singapore) graduate from college.  In California, 50% of 

our students graduate from college.  Other indicators of 

top-performing systems were low high school drop-out 

rates, higher tests scores on international tests, and higher 

numbers of students in the top 1% worldwide. 

 

The two distinguishing strategies of top performing education systems are universal preschool 

and teacher preparation.  In top-performing countries, teachers are recruited from the top of their 

graduating class in college and then receive an additional four years of training before being

performing well; but middle-class parents typically do not realize that their schools are failing to 
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adequately prepare their children for an age of global competition.  Our findings suggest this

The study also compared educational performance between different sections of the U.S. 

population.  Although the achievement gaps between different ethnic groups is declining, black 

and Latino students are roughly two to three years of learning behind white students of the same 

age.   There is also an underrepresentation of 

black and Latino students in the top one 

percent of all students.  Less than 3% of black 

students succeed in passing an AP test in 

high school, compared to a 15% success rate 

among all students in the country.   

 

Low-income students that are eligible for free 

and reduced lunch are on average two years 

behind middle class students of the same age.  

Ɂ ÛɯÛÏÌ school-wide level, moreover, schools 

comprised of mostly low-income students 

perform much worse than students with 

fewer low-ÐÕÊÖÔÌɯÚÛÜËÌÕÛÚȭɂ 

 

There are also distinguishable achievement gaps between different states. Based on analysis of

On average, students in California score lower on these 

tests than students in most other states. 

 

The report offered some hope for improvement, 

explaining that there are some states, some school 

districts, some schools, and some individual teachers that 

have been able to foster high levels of achievement in the 

majority of their students.  Identifying their successful 

strategies and designing systems to replicate this success 

would be good topics for additional research.
