This year LWVUS is asking all leagues to meet 

with their member of Congress and ask them 

three questions. On Friday January 16 Jan 

Howe, Joyce Kingery, Pat Snyder and I met 

with Jennifer Barton, Congresswoman Ellen 

Tauscher's aide. Jennifer then submitted the 

three questions to the Congresswoman and 

here are the questions and answers as returned 

to us by the Congresswoman: 

 

1. What should the federal government do to 

ensure that every American has health 

coverage? 

 

Like the League of Women Voters, I know that 

we must make health care equitable, 

affordable, and accessible for all. Currently, our 

nation's health care apparatus does not 

properly serve millions of American families. 

Approximately 47 million people in our 

country are uninsured.  

Of the insured Americans, many do not have 

adequate coverage. We are failing to fulfill one 

of our most basic responsibilities: to build a 

health care system in which regular Americans 

can afford quality health insurance that covers 

the treatments and therapies they need. 

Americans need comprehensive benefits that 

are affordable and that cover a wide variety of 

services, from preventive treatments to care for 

serious illness. Americans deserve the option to 

choose from a wide range of providers. 

Combining the distinctly American emphasis 

on freedom and choice with the imperative to 

strengthen our country's social safety net, we 

must build on our current system to fashion a 

new promise of quality, affordable health care 

for everyone in this country. I am excited to 

work with my friend Tom Daschle, who 

President-elect Obama has tapped to hold both 

the new position of 

White House 

health czar and 

Secretary of Health 

and Human 

Services. Mr. 

Daschle's has some 

exciting ideas that I 

look forward to 

working with him 

on:  A Federal 

Health Board to get 

you and your 

doctor better 

information on prescription drugs so you can 

choose what drugs fit your needs and budget.  

Create a public insurer to compete with private 

insurance options, hold down costs, and 

improve care. In addition, the Obama 

Administration plans to organize some eighty 

five hundred citizen health care meetings to 

gather suggestions to make health care better. 

 

  

2. Do you support legislation to set a 

declining cap on greenhouse gas emissions, 

based on the best-available science, in order 

to combat global climate change? 

 

Over the past several years, it has become clear 

that we must seek energy diversification, and we 

can only achieve this by pursuing alternative 

energy sources. Our country needs a new energy 

policy that includes robust domestic, renewable 

energy sources like wind, solar, geothermal, and 

biomass. I believe the Obama Administration 

and Democratic Congress will provide the 

substantive leadership needed to curb our 

country's contribution to global warming. You 

will be pleased to know that in the coming 

Responses from Congresswoman Tauscher (continued) 

Responses from Congresswoman Ellen Tauscher 

 



 

 

weeks I will be introducing the "Clean, 

Low-Emission, Affordable, New 

Transportation Efficiency Act" (CLEAN-

TEA).   This bill reserves 10% of the 

auction revenue from a theoretical global 

warming cap-and-trade bill for 

transportation projects that reduce 

greenhouse gas emission by reducing 

vehicle miles traveled. The Transportation 

and Infrastructure Committee, of which I 

am a member, has a historic opportunity 

to address the transportation sector's 

contribution to climate change. 

Transportation currently contributes 30% 

of the nation's emissions, and in 

California, it is closer to 40%. Accordingly, 

I believe reducing the transportation 

sector's greenhouse gas emission is 

important to addressing climate change 

and the CLEAN-TEA bill will make long 

strides toward that end. We must work 

efficiently and cooperatively to facilitate 

the development of new technologies and 

reduction of greenhouse gasses. California 

is the twelfth-largest producer of 

greenhouse gases in the world, with the 

United States being the single greatest 

energy consumer in the world.  

Progressive efforts to curb pollution are 

needed and I will continue to work to 

promote solutions that protect our 

environment, our economy and our 

nation's security. 

 

3. What will you do to help reduce the 

level of partisanship at the federal level 

that has blocked progress on a number of 

important national issues in recent 

years? 

 

As you know, I recently attended a town

REPORT FROM THE LEAGUE OF WOMEN 
VOTERS OF THE BAY AREA

There is a positive direction and momentum this year 
felt through the Bay Area from a number of activities 
of our regional agencies.  The central agency appears 
to be the MTC (Metropolitan Transportation 
Commission) because financing of transportation 
functions has been so dependable. leading the MTC 
to be instrumental in major projects affecting the 
whole region.  Government grants and legislation, 
and local governments also support ABAG (the 
Association of Bay Area Governments) affecting every 
corner of the Bay Area in implementing valuable 
programs, such as housing, earthquake preparedness, 
open space, trail and parks coordination.  Another 
valuable district is BAAQMD (Bay Area Air Quality 
Management District) supported by all nine counties 
to help clean the air we all breathe.  BCDC (Bay 
Conservation and Development Commission) has 
powers to help curb poor use of Bay shoreline and 
water.  After these major agencies, sanitary and 
water districts, transit, airport management, and 
others depend on the collective oversight of local 
governments meeting together in individual agencies 
or together, such as in the Joint Policy Committee 
(MTC, ABAG, BAAQMD, BCDC).   

 

I recommend that you join other Leaguers (and non-
Leaguers) to read the bi-monthly BAY AREA 
MONITOR.  It started as paper journalism published 
by the Bay Area League of Women Voters to help us 
keep up.

STAYING WARM AND  LIVING GREEN  
By Eleanor Revelle (LWVIL and LWVUS Climate Change Task Force Member) 

 

When colder weather strikes, heating bills start to climb. Not 
only is that hard on the checkbook; it also means increased 
greenhouse gas emissions. What is a thrifty, ecologically-
minded person to do?   
 

First, figure out what your natural gas bill is telling you about 
your energy usage. The meter reading section of your bill 
reports the number of cubic feet of gas used in that billing 
period and then converts that figure into therms, a measure 
of the energy content of the gas. (One therm is roughly equal 
to 100 cubic feet of natural gas.) This number is used as the 
basis for calculating the various charges on your bill. 
 

How do you know whether the number of therms you used is 
"reasonable"? The answer to this is . . . it depends. It depends 
on how cold it was outside. 
 

Your gas bill may give you this information if it reports the total 
number of heating degree days in that billing period. Or you 
can find degree day records on Weather Underground 
(www.wunderground.com/). Go to the Detailed History and 
Climate section of the weather page for your city and indicate 
the day, week, month or other time period for which you 
want weather data.  
 

Heating degree day (HDD) is a measure that  
indicates how much colder the average temperature was 
outside compared to a baseline temperature of 65ºF. (This 
reflects the observation that houses generally require heating if 
the outside temperature is lower than 65ºF.) If the average of 
the high and low temperatures for a particular day was 35ºF, 
that would add 30 HDDs to the total for the billing period. 
 

Dividing the number of therms used by the total number of 
degree days gives you information about the energy 
performance of your house.* It reflects the temperature 
setting of your thermostat, the tightness of your house, and 
the efficiency of your home's heating system.**   
 

With this calculation, you can compare your energy 
consumption from month to month, and year to year, despite 
variations in the weather and the fluctuating cost of energy. 
And the simple act of monitoring will provide a strong 
incentive to improve your home's energy efficiencyñand help 
you measure the impact of changes you make. 
 

Improving Your Home's Performance 

You have no control over the outside temperatureñthe 
number of degree daysñthe biggest factor in your energy 
consumption equation.  But you can control the therm usage 
of your home. Dialing down the thermostat is the most 
direct step you can take. In colder climates like the upper 
Midwest, every degree that you lower the setting on your 
thermostat will result in roughly a three percent reduction in 
the amount of energy used.   

 

Installing a programmable thermostat can also bring 
significant energy savings. By automatically adjusting the 
temperature setting for your home, this simple device makes it 
easy to lower the setting when less heat is neededñfor 
example, when youõre asleep or away for the day. 

 

Taking steps to minimize heat loss from your home is next on 
the list. Adding insulation is one of the most cost-effective 
improvements you can make, and the attic is the best and 
easiest place to start. Proper insulation levels in the walls, 
foundation, and basement or crawl space will also help make 
your house tighterñand more comfortable.   
 

Sealing air leaksña major source of heat loss in older 
homesñis another very important energy-saver.   
 

You can spot many of these problem areas on your own with a 
do-it-yourself home energy audit. Or you can arrange for a 
professional auditor to carry out a more thorough assessment 
of your home. Some utility companies conduct audits or can 
recommend an energy auditor.  
 

The third area for attention is your home's heating system. 
You can improve its efficiency by insulating ducts (if you have a 
furnace) and hot water/steam pipes (for a boiler) that pass 
through unheated spaces, changing the air filter regularly 
(furnace), and arranging for regular professional maintenance.  
 

Your heating service company can also advise you as to 
whether replacing your existing furnace or boiler with a new, 
high-efficiency unit would make sense.  
 

If you are planning to remodel your current home or build a 
new house, you have an opportunity to "build green" from the 
start. By making it a priority to incorporate energy-efficient 
design features and take advantage of new technologies and 
materials, you can have a high-performance home that 
minimizes energy consumption and maximizes comfort and 
durability.  
 

But you don't have to build a new house to save energy. Every 
small step that each of us takes to improve our homes' energy 
efficiency will achieve savings and help reduce global warming
